The Miss Park Rapids Pageant is re-
turning after more than a decade. 
The pageant, slated for Saturday, April

can participate. The deadline to enter was 
Monday, March 22.  
 
Kristine Walsh, an organizer of the event, 
is stressing that it’s not a beauty pageant. 
“This will be about building confidence, 
learning about public speaking,” she said. 
A scholarship is available for the winner 
of the pageant in the Miss Park Rapids 
category for sophomores and juniors. 
 
Other categories include Miss Teen Park 
Rapids for grades 7, 8 and 9; Little Miss 
Park Rapids for grades kindergarten 
through 3; and Little Miss Park Rapids for 
grades 4, 5 and 6. The winner in each of 
these groups will receive a $50 savings 
bond. 
 
“This is more about girl power than any-
thing else,” Walsh said. 
 
Walsh, who owns Park Avenue School of 
Cosmetology, said her students will par-
ticipate in the pageant by doing make-
overs for the participants. 
 
Joel Maxwell and Savannah Tate are also 
involved in organizing the pageant. Tate 
is former Miss Moorhead and is offering 
her experience from that pageant. Max-
well will do photo shoots for the girls. 
The pageant begins at 6:30 p.m. Satur-
day, April 10 at Park Rapids Area High 
School Auditorium. A royalty reception 
will be at 5:30 p.m. Anyone in the com-
munity who has been royalty is encour-
aged to attend.

Standard aerators generally have flow ratings of 2.2 gallons per min-
ute, while low-flow ones produce 1.5 gallons per minute or less. 
These low-flow aerators – which replace some water flow with air -- 
can often be found at local hardware stores or online for less than 
$10 each. They typically pay for themselves within a few months.

16-20-Red Bridge Film Festival, The Hurt Locker won 
six Academy Awards and was nominated for three more, but 
played in very few theaters. Now, that film will screen four 
times as part of the third annual Red Bridge Film Festival. 
Academy Award for Best Actor went to Jeff Bridges in Crazy 
Heart. That film also won an Oscar for Best Song but wasn’t 
scheduled to be shown here. Crazy Heart opens the festival 
at 7:00 pm on Friday, April 16 and then plays two more 
times. 
A Serious Man, An Education and Fantastic Mr. Fox were all 
nominated for Academy Awards and people will now have 
their only chance to see them on a big theater screen in 
Park Rapids as part of the festival audience. 
A sixth feature, Sita Sings the Blues, is a multi-award-
winning film billed as “the best breakup story ever.” It’s 
based on the 2,500 year old Hindu story of Sita and her love 
for Rama who, on the night of their marriage, was banished 
from his kingdom for fourteen years. Although Sita remained 
faithful to Rama all that time, even while kidnapped by an 
evil deity, Rama rejected her when he finally came home. 
Film director Nina Paley noticed a similarity to her own love 
life, and animated the parallel stories to the wonderfully 
evocative music of 1930s American blues singer, Annette 
Hanshaw. 
Finally, the recent big hit, Clash of the Titans, continues at 
the Park Theatre as part of the festival. 
Several documentary programs have yet to be announced, 
in addition to previously announced visiting filmmaker Deb 
Wallwork on Saturday, April 17. Admission to all programs is 
with a $28.00 festival pass, or to individual films at the thea-
ter’s regular price of $6.00. Schedule times will be available 
at www.redbridgefilm.org.
